John conceived the idea. John, Norris Shears, Gerry Haver and other Vietnam Veteran volunteers built The Moving Wall™. It went on display for the first time at Tyler, Texas in October of 1984. The Moving Wall™ travels the USA, from April through November, spending about a week at each site.
